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Pittwater High School Self-Evaluation 

As part of the school's self-evaluation, last year I forwarded a survey to parents, students and 
staff on different areas of school life. I greatly appreciate the input from the 145 parents and 
caregivers who completed this, many who also took the time to write a comment. Overall the 
feedback was very positive showing strong support for the direction of the school and the   

leadership of the Principal. Parents and students clearly value the effort put into things such as excursions and 
camps, while finding year advisers and teachers approachable. Over 80% of parents felt that there was effective 
communication including SMS for attendance, letters home and the newsletter. As a staff we identified that timely 
letters home to communicate any concerns is an area we can improve, to bring parents into the loop sooner in 
addressing such issues. Although there was no question about the uniform, many parents commented that they 
value the effort the school has made in supporting the improvement to uniform and wish this to continue. 

Although the majority of parents and students recognise that the discipline is fair and that quality teaching takes 
place at Pittwater High, analysis of results by year group identified that we need to raise the benchmark in year 
10 and engage our students with more challenging work. To this end as an executive and staff we have been 
discussing ways to better engage students in year 10 so that their learning is maximised and to fully prepare 
them for the demands of the senior school. What we have planned for year 10 will be outlined at the year 10   
student and parent information night next week - we are very positive about initiatives planned. Another focus for 
2013 will be more fully differentiating student learning so that accommodations are made for students with   
learning difficulties while out top students are identified and challenged. 

Sailing at Pittwater  
I was delighted to be invited to and attend the Pittwater Interschool Sailing Regatta on the weekend. As a       
non-sailor, although that might have to change, I was greatly impressed by the technical skill, physical demands 
and amazing teamwork that was evident. Students from years 7 to 11 competed against six other schools, all 
private. After 54 races sailed over two days, the team finished in first place tied with Mater Maria – but after a tie 
breaker three race playoff, Mater were the champions. But in my mind Pittwater took out the top prize in terms of 
fairness, courtesy and team spirit, values that reflect so much of what our school is about.  Thanks to all the   
parent helpers, especially Leisa Stranack for all her organisation of this event. And thank you guys for making 
such a novice feel so welcome.

ANNIVERSARY OF SORRY DAY 

At Wednesday’s assembly our School Captain Eden G addressed the school.  
 
“Today is the fifth anniversary of Sorry Day when Prime Minister Rudd made a    
formal apology to Aboriginal people in the House of Representatives in Canberra. 
Sorry Day is an annual event held in Australia to remember and commemorate the 
injustices towards indigenous people. Government policies violated basic human 
rights and resulted in aboriginal children being forcibly separated from their parents. 
These children became known as the Stolen Generations. Many families were broken 
up and psychological damage is an ongoing issue.  
 
On this day in 2008 our former Prime Minister, Kevin Rudd apologised to the       
indigenous people for past laws, policies and practices. This day reminds us and raises 
awareness of indigenous issues. Today we should all appreciate the country we live 
and appreciate the high price that was paid by indigenous people. Let us all reflect 
on a positive future and strengthen the ties between indigenous and non-indigenous 
Australians. 

 



To support the Preliminary Studies of Religion topic, the Nature 
of Religion and Beliefs, the Preliminary Studies of Religion class 
went on an excursion to Palm Beach Basin, and undertook  a 
guided tour around the Aboriginal rock engravings. They          
experienced a Welcome to Country ceremony, with white ochre 
painted onto their foreheads and hands and examined the range 
of rock engravings, learning how they are connected to Aborigi-
nal spirituality and culture. The excursion improved student     
understanding of the Dreaming, a necessity for their preliminary 
course. 

A productive and engaging experience was had by all! 
Congratulations Year 11 on your energetic and focused 
approach to all aspects of the day.

The Studies of Religion course also explores three of the five    
major religious traditions allowing students to develop a        
comprehensive view of these religions. The Preliminary and 
HSC Course focus on Buddhism, Judaism and Islam and       
Hinduism is studied during HSC coursework  





NSW SCHOOL-BASED IMMUNISATION PROGRAM 

 
Each year NSW Ministry of Health offers the vaccines recommended by the National Health 

and Medical Research Council (NHMRC) for adolescents as part of the school–based          

vaccination program. 

 

In 2013 the following vaccines will be offered: 

Hepatitis B vaccine - a 2 dose course for all Year 7 students who have never received a 

course of Hepatitis B vaccine when they were a baby. 

Varicella (Chickenpox) vaccine - 1 dose for all Year 7 students who have not previously   

received Varicella vaccine or had chickenpox disease.  

Diphtheria, Tetanus and Pertussis (Whooping Cough) vaccine - 1 booster dose. This dose 

was previously recommended at 15 years of age.  Your child will only be offered this 

vaccine in Year 7. 

HPV vaccine (Human Papillomavirus) - a 3 dose course. The vaccine will be offered to Year 

7 male and female student and Year 9 male students as a 3-dose course over the school 

year. Students who commence HPV vaccination in Year 7 at school but do not complete 

the course may be offered catch-up doses at school in Year 8. 

 

Parent Information Kits will be sent home to parents/guardians. To consent to the vaccination of 

their child, parents/guardians are advised to read all the information provided, complete the 

Consent Form and return it to their child’s school. Please ensure the child eats breakfast on the 

day of the school vaccination clinic. 

 

Parent/guardians who wish to withdraw their consent for any reason may do so in writing to the 

school Principal. The procedure for withdrawal of consent is on the NSW Ministry of Health 

website at www.health.nsw.gov.au/immunisation  

 

To improve vaccination completion, students will be opportunistically offered any missed doses 
throughout the year where possible. 

 

Please note that for HPV vaccine only, parents/guardians must record their Medicare Number 
(all 10 digits and the 11

th
 number beside the child’s name) on the Consent Form, as this is    

required to record the student’s information on the National HPV Register and for female      
students only, link to the National or State Cervical Screening Program. 

 

A Record of Vaccination will be provided to each student vaccinated at the clinic.       
Parents/guardians should ensure that this record is kept for future reference and should 
not assume that their child has been vaccinated if they do not receive this Record of  
Vaccination.
